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In case of any discrepency between the French and English text, the French text will prevail.



1. POLICY OBJECTIVES

The Town of Temiscaming has always offered recreational services to
all users regardless of their place of residence and whether or not they
were tax payers. However, in view of recent difficult economic times, the
Town of Temiscaming and its citizens can no longer afford to provide
recreational services to non tax payers without additional compensation.

The Town provides infrastructures, human resources and financial
resources to its citizens. Therefore, the Town wishes to favour its
residents and support non profit-organisations who provide services for
them.

Also, by implementing this new policy, the Town of Temiscaming wishes

to ensure reasonable cost sharing between the citizens of Temiscaming,
organizations, private users and non-residents.

In case of any discrepency between the French and English text, the French text will prevail.



2. DEFINITION OF TERMS

RECREATIONAL ACTIVITIES:

All artistic, cultural, social, sports and outdoor activities carried out,
offered or supported by the Town of Temiscaming with the exception of
shows presented at the Dottori Hall.

FAMILY:

Father and/or mother, children less than eighteen (18) years of age and
children who are attending school and are less than twenty-five (25)
years of age.

NON-RESIDENT:

Individuals who are not living in Temiscaming or do not own any
property in the Town of Temiscaming.

RESIDENT:

Individuals who live in or own a property in Temiscaming (excluding
hunting camps) or individuals who rent a residence in Temiscaming as
the principal residence for themselves and their family.

When necessary, the Town of Temiscaming will refer exceptional cases
to a comity made up of the director general and/or his assistant, the
director of recreation and/or his assistant, the mayor and a municipal
counsellor.

In case of any discrepency between the French and English text, the French text will prevail.



3. GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF RATES

The recreational activity rates for the Town of Temiscaming are based
on operational expenditures related to the activity. These operational
expenses include maintenance, equipment, advertising, etc. However,
in order to provide accessibility to recreational activities for priority users,
certain operational expenses are absorbed by the Town of Temiscaming
recreational services.

Recreational services by priority users are as foll OWS:

I. Children who reside in Temiscaming
Il. Seniors who reside in Temiscaming
lll. Residents of Temiscaming

Rates:

For recreational activities, residents of Temiscaming will be charged
regular price. Non-residents will pay according to the following table:

Increased rates for non-residents*:

Price of recreational activities between $1 - $100:  200% of the regular price
Price of recreational activities between $101 - $300: 150% of the regular price
Price of recreational activities over $301: 125% of the regular price

*For activities such as Minor Hockey, Figure Skating and Dance Club,
the rate increase for non-residents registration will only be calculated on
the amount that returns to the Town (i.e.: ice rental and/or room rental,
etc.).

In case of any discrepency between the French and English text, the French text will prevail.



4. ACTIVITIES AFFECTED BY THE NEW RATE POLICY

All recreational activities and memberships that take place at the
recreation centre and in recreational infrastructures of the Town of
Temiscaming:

Organized activities and playground

Temiscaming curling club activities

Temiscaming minor hockey activities

Temiscaming figure skating activities

Temiscaming dance club activities

Memberships at the recreation centre (squash, pool and fitness,
etc.)

Men’s hockey leagues (old timer, adult, shinny, etc.)

Women'’s hockey league

Pitoune league (old timer, adult, unorganized pitoune, etc.)
Public skating at the recreational centre

Public swimming at the recreational centre

Swimming, lifeguard and first aid courses etc.

Fitness, yoga, aqua (form, therapy, jogging, fithess, etc.), judo,
karate, dance, etc.

Adult baseball leagues

Teenager baseball leagues

Children’s baseball leagues

Baseball and T- baseball leagues

Temiscaming soccer club activities

At its own discretion, the Town of Temiscaming reserves the right to add
or subtract activities from this list; this list is only meant as a guide.

Also, special activities and major events organized by various
organizations in Temiscaming are excluded from the list of activities
affected by the new rate policy. For example: a Regional or Provincial
Figure Skating Competition could be a major event while a minor hockey
tournament could be considered as a special activity.

In case of any discrepency between the French and English text, the French text will prevail.



5. TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF REGISTRATIONS

For most of the activities, the registration period for residents will take
place first. Registration period for non-residents will take place
thereafter as long as there is space available.

Two proofs of residency will be required when registering for recreational
activities. The following pieces of identification will be accepted to proof
the statue of a person or family:

Municipal or school taxes invoice

Driver’s license

Lease

Recent bank statement or bill from public service company
(Hydro-Québec, telephone, Gaz Métro, etc.)

Recent report card from an educational institution

In case of any discrepency between the French and English text, the French text will prevail.



6. IMPLEMENTATION OF THE NEW POLICY

The new rate policy will take effect on August 16" 2010.

However, all current subscriptions, registrations or other made prior to
August 16™ 2010 will not be affected by the new rates. These
memberships and/or registrations will only be subject to the new rates
and increases at the time of renewal.

The Town of Temiscaming reserves the right to adjust or modify rates for
residents and non-residents at any time.

In case of any discrepency between the French and English text, the French text will prevail.
